Marital stallls has been classified into never-married. married, widow.:d and divorced. 
Ncver-mmried applie' to persons who have never been married. Married include; al l person' 
\I hn ;ire at present married and Ii\ ing as husband and wife as well as those married persons 
livi ng apan but having a living wife/husband. Those couples, whose marriage (Nikah) had b<::..:11 
,,1lc111nized but giving away ceremony had not taken place, were also treaied as married. 
Widowed applies to a person who"~ husband or wit~ was dead but who had not married again. 
Divorced appli..:s to bo1h divorccr and divon.:ec, if not remarried.

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h) Law: 

It includes educational programmes in jurisprudence. his tory of law. international Jaw. 
labour law and maritime law and other laws. 

i} Economically Active Population : 

The economically active person mean persons of I 0 years and above ages of e ither sex 
who are working for pay or profit those nol working hut looking for work incl uding laid 
off and unpaid family helpers. 

The Crude Activity Rate mean the percentage of persons economically active to t(ltal 
population while Refined Activity Rate is the proportion of ernnomically active pcr~on in 
popula1ion exposed to the risk of entering the economic life. 

In collection of the data on economic activities ··u~ual status" approach has heen adopted 
as against the approach of labour force sun ·e)'S where dnta is usua ll y collected on 
"current status" basis. 

j ) Occupation: 

Occupation means the main job. profession. trade or kind/type of work usually performed 
by a person. in case of more than one occupation the principal occupation is recorded. 
T he principal occupation is that in which person works most of the lime. 

k) Industry: 

Industry means the activity of the organization \If business in which a person usuall~ 
works. 

VTI) Employment Status: 

a) Self Employed: 

Self-employed is a person who operate~ his own farm. busincs~. or industry or practice~ a 
profession but does not employ any hired he lp paid e ither in ca~h or kind. 

b) Government Emplo~·ee : 

A Government employee is a person who works in any Government/ Semi-Government 
organization for pay. 

c) Priva te Employee: 

A private employee is a person who works for pay for person.Jfarms/shops/finns/ 
organizations/offices which are not m n or managed by the Federal/Provincial/Local 
Government/ Autonomous/semi-Autonomous bodies. 

d ) Employer: 

Employer means a person who operates his own farm, business or industry or practices a 
profession and who employs one or more persons for the purpose. 

e) Un -pa id Family Helper: 

Un-paid family helper means a person who works without pay or profit on family farm. 
bus iness or industry. 

Vill) M.igrnnt Population: 

The migrant population means those who have shifted their residence fonn one 
administrative district to another administrative district. It excludes population who have shifted 
their residence within a district. 

IX) Disability: 

Disability refers to the physical and organic handicap of a person due to natural deformity 
or deficient functioning of any limb resulting from accident disease. etc. For census purposes it 
refers to visible malfunctioning of any organ of the body. It includes blind. deaf and mute. 
crippled. mentally retarded and insane. 

X) H ousehold: 

A household means a group of persons living together who have collective arrangements 
for eating. A person living alone was also cons idered to constitute a household. The 
distinguishing characteristic of a household is its common cooking nrrangerncnts. 
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:\. l 1 llou,ing Unib: 

A huu, ing unit mea1b a >i!paratc and independent place of abode, inhabited by one 
''"'"ehold and if vacant meam for habitation by one household. It does not necessari ly mean a 
,,p:iratc building. A bui lding may haw one or more housing units. Furthermore, any place not 
1t11.:11ded for habiiation but occupied by a household at the time of census was also treated as a 

hnu~ing uniL 

)di ) lfoom : 

A mnm ;, d.:fined as a space in a housing unit having a roof and walls from Ooor ro roof. 
T1i1, include, ,Jeeping. dinni ng, drawing. study, children's and servant's rooms but excludes 
kitd1..:11 . ha 1hrnom. latrine, balcony. porch and motor garage. A store if being used as sleeping 
n11H11. i.'. n1nsiden:d a' a room othe rw ise nor. 

X llJ J Per iod of construction: 

Period of initial construction means the time when the housing un.it wa~ constructed for 
1lw li rst time. However. if more than 50% of a housing unit was reconstructed then initial 
'"11b tructiun will be tah.e n from the Jate of its reconstruction. 

X I \ ' ) Tmu1·c: 

a) Owned : 

Own..:d hou~ing units include those owned by any member of the household whether built 
o n tht: la nd own.:d or not. These also include housing units purchased on ins tall me nts or 
hirc-purc hase basis, though some of their dues might have not been paid. The housing 
units occupied by the households not owned blll mortgaged to any member of the 
h<>w.d1old were trcatl:d as owned by the household. 

b ) Rented : 

Rented housing units include those for which full rent or part of rent or some agreed 
port ion of rent b paid by the occupie r. 

c) Reu l F ree: 

Rem free units include those whose rent is neither paid by the household nor are owned 
by 1h.: household. Those housing units, the rent of which is paid by the employer o f any 
household member were treated as rent free housing units. 

XV1 Constrnction material used in outer walls and roofs: 

Cons1111ction material used in outer wall s and roofs are designed to inquire the quality of 
lll>u-,ing. i.e .. whether kutcha or pucca in colloquial parlance. As the requireme nts of kutcha and 
pucca vary according 10 c limate. availability o f building material and c hanging pt:rceptions o f the 
t 1' .i l)road conditions. it is di fficult to give a ckar c ut distinction. 

a ) O uter walls 

Oute r walls have two cons truction elements - the building blocks and Lhe bonding 
material. Th.: fo ur main cmegorit:s of building blocks are:-

1. Com:rete/baked bricks/stone (pucca) 

2. Mud/kutcha bricks 

.1. G. I. or asbestos sheets 

-l. WooJ 

The 111:1in bonding nwerials are: 

a. C.:mem often mixed with ~and 

b. Mud often mixed with straws 

e. Lime 

The wmbiniuion of I ·+ A is undoubtedly pucca walls. Others range towards. kutcha 
cat<";!llry. T ht• <111es1ions were, therefore, designed to inquire the quali ty or building blocks as 
11 e ll as the bonding material. 
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b) Roofs 

The roof~ were classified ioto four categories:-

1. RCCIRBC 
2. \food \\"ith thatch 
3. Wood or girder with l.iaked bricks 
4. Other including G.J . or asbestos sheets 

XVI) Source of Drinking Water: 

The basic information obtained was about the number of households which have access 
to piped water and whether they ha\'e a lap inside or outside the house. From the view point of 
health as a large number of diseases are \\ aterborne and clean piped water is one of the basic 
human needs. Other sources of drinking water in Pakistan arc hand pump. well. pond. spring. 
river, stream or karez. Drinking water from most of these sources is polluted. 

XVII) Source of Lighting: 

The number of households which have electricit:· for lighting as this is the most 
economical and convenient source for this purpose. 

XVIII) Type of Cooking Fuel used: 

Information needs to lie collected on whether the cooking fuel used is wood/brnsh wood. 
coal. kerosene oil. piped gas. cylinder gas. electricity. cow dung or any other.
